11”x14”  or larger Watercolor Paper Pad or Block. Example: Strathmore 400 series watercolor paper





Paints


Watercolor paints-either tube or cake (not a child's beginner set) examples: Winsor & Newton Cotman Watercolor Tubes


Required Colors: Paynes Gray, Ivory Black, Burnt Umber


Optional Colors:Yellows, Reds, Blues, Greens, Purples of student's Choice

	Note: I work with a pallet that has 23 colors-my favorites are indian yellow, Cadmium 	yellow 	hue, Alizarin Crimson, Viridian Hue, Ultramarine, Dioxazine Violet. I recommend two hues of 	each color.








Paintbrushes


A medium dagger:  Examples:¼ inch Artist Loft  “Vienna” Dagger


a small flat and round brush: Examples:#6 Winsor & Newton Cotman Round, Artist Loft 1/4” Flat Brush


small round brush: Examples: 000 Round Grumbacher, all available at Michael's.
